INSTALLING THE INTERFACE

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INITIAL PAIRING

Preliminary: Disconnect from the Beeline device or turn Bluetooth off

You are now at the top of the menu structure.

Here are your options:

a. Setting Volume - this controls the Beeline voice prompts.
